[I. The Test of First Impressions (vv.23-24)

A. The silence of God should never be interpreted as indifference
(Matthew 11:6).
B. Christ’s followers are often less compassionate than Christ (Mark 6:36;

10:13-14).
[ll. The Test of Perseverance (vv.25-28)

A. Prayer is NOT to change God’s mind, but to allow us to see God’s
Heart (John 4:22; Romans 1:16).

B. Humility, coupled with faith, is pleasing to God and invokes His favor
(1 Peter 5:5-6).
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
