12:3-5; 12:18-21)

o Jesus: Possessing Supreme Honor, yet Remained Obscure (Matthew
12:18-21; 21:5)

His Yoke is indeed Easy for those who Yoke with Him
B. “Humble” = “Lowly”/“Poor” (matthew 18:3-4)

Jesus was Poor, because He Voluntarily Submitted Himself to God the
Father and Chose to become Poor for us (Philippians 2:5-8)

To Be Like Jesus, Followers of Christ must be Willing
to Give up their Rights by Self-Denial, and Surrendering to their Lord;
Is it Hard? Yes, but it is Liberating!
